How to Gt here

If you are coming from Denpasar the fastest way will be
through Ubud. Climb up through the foothills via Pujung to
the cool volcanic caldera of the Gunung Batur. Pass the town
of Kintamani and when when reaching the village of
“Lateng” follow the sign “Bondalem”. You will corkscrew
down through clove and citrus plantations via the villages of
Satra and Madenan and start your descent towards the Java
Sea. All the way down the mountain you will hit the town of
Tejakula and at the T-section take a right and follow the
northern coastline road towards Amed. “Desa Les” is the
village next to Tejakula , a mere 3 km'’s drive. The waterfall
signs along the road will indicate your arrival. If you are
coming from Lovina or Amed, then just follow the northern
coast route and it is located exactly between these two
tourist destinations. Again, just take a turn at the “waterfall”
signs and drive up to Desa Les.

The village’ main attraction is its impressive “Yeh

Mampeh” waterfall. Desa Les actually is the proud
owner of the highest waterfall of the island.
Strategically placed signs will lead you towards the
main entrance of the waterfall area where a small
tourist cabin and its staff will await your arrival. The
remaining 1 km distance to the waterfall is done by
foot. A shady path slowly winds up through quiet
areas where local farmers cultivate small scale
agriculture. Higher up the environment becomes
more forested with Rambutan trees until reaching
a magnificent central plateau with a cascade
crashing down into a shallow pool below.
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visiting the upper waterfall area make sure to use a
tourist guide to reach the top safely. The
uniqueness of this waterfall lays also in its
moderate water flow, allowing people to enjoy an
aqua massage underneath it. During the dry
season (May until November), you can actually
_enter into the waterfall and take a fresh bath “Pura Bale Agung” Temple
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
